All the details should be uploaded to the UG portal by the office person and the
respective class teachers and download the checklist.

During the verification procedure the following details should be verified by the
student such as Candidate name, DOB, Gender, Caste/category, language, marks obtained,
percentage, previous board as given in the list.

After verification from the students if any correction is identified by the student
should inform to the class teacher then class teacher should give the correct data to the office
person which should be entered. Then office person will correct the data by using EDIT
option in Bangalore University UUCMS Portal.
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After verification of all the details final upload to the portal to be submitted. Then
final copy of print out should be taken from the University portal. That will be the final
Admission List of UG students of the year 2023-24.
